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Taking over a land carries big responsibility

The phrase “Manifest Destiny” is most often
accredited to newspaper editor John O’Sullivan in 1845.
It was coined to define a people with special virtues to
fulfill a mission of “redeeming and remaking” the

expansionism mentality in the young American nation.

It prompted the Lewis and Clark “Corps of Discovery

Expedition,” the annexation of Texas from Mexico, and
the displacement and relocation of thousands of native
Indian peoples who had lived on the land for

generations.

When a people take upon themselves such a mantle,
it implies an assumption of superiority and an equally
high level of responsibility. How well have the
American people demonstrated that superiority and

responsibility?

In Genesis 12, God granted Abram a land “T will
